Get to know you bingo!

In Get to know you bingo, players take turns placing a puck on a shared 6x5 Bingo board
filled with different personal statements. On your turn, choose a square that describes
something true about you and place your puck on it. Each player can place only one puck
per turn, and each square can be claimed only once. The group’s goal is to create a line
(horizontal, vertical, or diagonal) made up of one puck from each player. Once a full line
is completed, the game ends, and everyone tries to recall which statement each puck
covers and who placed it. If the board fills up before a line is made, simply take a moment
to reflect on the most surprising or interesting things you learned about each other.
